Free School Transport

Is your child attending the nearest and/or catchment primary school and living two miles or
more from school? If so, they may be entitled to receive free school transport. Please read
through the guidance notes below and following that, should you wish to apply, please
follow the link below.

You can apply for either free school transport at a community school or school transport
assistance on denominational (religious) grounds

In order to be eligible to receive free school transport the following criteria must normally
be met:

e The pupil must be ordinarily resident in Shropshire

e The pupil must be in attendance at either the nearest, or catchment area school and
live more than 2 miles away (for primary aged pupils) or 3 miles away (for secondary
aged pupils). Distances are measured using the shortest pedestrian route between
the home and school.
