School Uniform 

We encourage our children to adopt the following uniform. The items 
marked with a * can be purchased directly from ‘School Shop Direct’. -
Home - School Shop Direct or from our local unit as 17-18 Sundorne Trade 
Park, Featherbed Lane, SY1 4NS. 

Our standard uniform includes: 

 Maroon sweatshirt / cardigan with school logo * or school fleece 
 White /navy polo shirt plain or with school logo *  
 Grey/ black trousers / skirt / pinafore dress  
 Black closed toe shoes 

 

Our uniform in summer can include: 

 Red and White checked dresses  
 Grey/Black shorts 

 

Our PE uniform: 

 Maroon T-Shirt (can have the school logo on) 
 White T-Shirt or Polo Shirt 
 Sensible grey/black shorts or tracksuit bottoms 
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 Black trainers/pumps 
 Warm overlayers (Can include our school fleeces). 
 If your child is participating in football event outside, they will require 

chin pads, long socks, and football boots 

Jewellery 

The only permitted jewellery is one small stud in pierced ears a wristwatch 
and medical alert bracelet or another indicator. From time to time, 
children can wear a charity wrist band in addition. School staff are not 
responsible for the safe keeping of jewellery and cannot be held 
responsible for damage or loss.

We ask all parents who send their child/children to our school to support 
our uniform policy.  

If any parent wishes to make a request to modify our uniform policy, they 
should make a representation in the first instance, to the Headteacher- 
Sally Johnson. The school welcomes all children from different 
backgrounds and faith communities to adopt any uniform amendments in 
line with religious beliefs.
